We have scheduled this cruise starting on Sun. June 24™ to avoid conflicting with the Leukemia Cup and Junior Week.
The full cruise will take 3 weeks and cover approximately 1000 nm with adozen or more ports. It is being arranged so
that the front or back portions can be done in 2 weeks for those with time constraints. The full cruise will allow several
stops of 2 or 3 nightsin great destinations as diverse as Cutty Hunk and NY C, and the 2 and 3 night stays allow makeup
time for weather delays. While not “cast in concrete”, below is the tentative schedule at this point. If you have any in-
terest in this cruise, look over the itinerary and let us know of your interest.

Sun. 6/24/00: Deltaville to Block Island, RI. If you leave Deltaville early Sun. after the Leukemia Cup and
Junior Week, sailing south to the Atlantic Ocean and then NE to Block Island you should arrive B.1. Tue. by 1800.
The outside passage is 358 nm. If you elect to take the inside route through the Chesapeake and Delaware Bays,
the trip is 410 nm., but the ocean passage is only 204 nm., and to arrive on Tue. you should leave earlier than Sun-
day depending on the number of stops you plan. Taking the inside route alows more flexibility with crews. In
September, Sam Stoakley and | met John Koedel on “Wings® in Annapolis on a Wed. evening after leaving our car
a the Baltimore Airport. We sailed to Bristol, RI with John via the Delaware Bay and Cape May. We returned
home by air from Providence, RI on Sat. afternoon for less than $70 (one way airfares from Providence to BWI or
Boston to Wash./Dulles are very inexpensive).

Tue. 6/26/00: Arrive Block Island. Stay at a dock in the marina. Dinner on shore. Refuel. Have a great
night’s sleep without the worry of being awakened for watches.

Wed. 6/27/00: Leave Block Island for Falmouth, MA (52 nm.) Falmouth is a neat town with rental cars and
bus transportation available to the airports for crew exchanges. It is also only a few miles from Woods Hole via
public transportation. Woods Hole is worth visiting for a day.

Thu. 6/28/00: At Falmouth.
Fri. 6/29/00: Falmouth to either Nantucket (30nm) or Edgartown, Marthas Vineyard (13 nm). Destination
depends on “will of the Cruisers’. Stay until Mon. 7/2/00.

Note: (For the 2-week itinerary) If leaving Deltaville on Fri. 6/29 or Sat. 6/30 you could join the group in Cutty Hunk or
Newport or Orient Harbor and completethe last 2 weeks of the cruise.

Mon. 7/2/00: Nantucket or Edgartown to Cutty Hunk (46 nm or 27 nm). Arrive early afternoon. Dinner on
shore at restaurant or a fresh lobster from the |obsterman.

Tue. 7/3/00: Cutty Hunk to Newport, RI (25 nm). Arrive by noon and spend the day in Newport. Dinner on
shore. Good point to exchange crews.

Wed. 7/4/00: Newport to Orient Harbor (54 nm). Depart in am and arrive at anchorage in Orient Harbor be-
hind Steve Gillispie’'s home by cocktail time. Steve is planning a dinner on shore at his place. We can stay an-
chored or take docks afew miles to the west at Greenport. We will stay here until Friday

Fri. 7/6/00: Orient Harbor to Port Jefferson (53 nm). (Note: Thiswould be an ideal point to break away and head
home if you are limited to 2 weeks).

Sat. 7/7/00: Port Jefferson to Oyster Bay (27 nm).

Sun. 7/8/00: Oyster Bay to NewY ork City (Liberty Landing Marina-37 nm). Stay here until Wed. morning.
Wed.7/11/00: NY C to Atlantic City (90nm). Stay at Trump’'s Casino and Marina.

Thu. 7/12/00: Atlantic City to Cape May (38 nm). Spend a leisurely afternoon and evening in Cape May.

Fri. 7/13/00 Leave Cape May to home either outside (166nm) or inside (207 nm). Inside the trip can be broken up to
3 day sdils.

Lockers and Storage

In preparing for demolition of the
Fishing Bay Clubhouse members were
asked to empty lockers they had been
using. The response was excellent but
not without problems. It seems that
one renter used a surrogate who emp-
tied the wrong locker but hopefully
contents will find their way back to the
rightful owner.
