SOUTHERN CHESAPEAKE SAILING SERIES

GENERAL INFORMATION

1.
The 6th ANNUAL LEUKEMIA CUP REGATTA SOUTHERN CHESAPEAKE SAILING SERIES is hosted by Fishing Bay Yacht Club, York River Yacht Club and Stingray Harbor Marina.  This regatta will consist of up to two races to be sailed by the Leukemia (cruising) and Classic classes on the west course (sailing instructions distributed separately) and up to two races to be sailed by the other classes on the east course (see sailing instructions below).  The races and associated activities are to benefit the Leukemia & Lymphoma Society of America.
2.
Race headquarters and registration will be at the new clubhouse at Fishing Bay Yacht Club.  The grand gala and awards ceremony will be at Stingray Harbor Marina.

3.
The legal drinking age in Virginia is 21.  Minors will not be served and proof of age will be required.  Intoxication or discourteous behavior will be grounds for expulsion from the events.  Boat captains and owners will be responsible for the actions of their crew.  A BOAT IS SUBJECT TO IMMEDIATE DISQUALIFICATION IF ANY OF ITS UNDER-AGE CREW IS FOUND TO BE ILLEGALLY CONSUMING ALCOHOL.

4.
Parking at Fishing Bay Yacht Club is limited to the lot in front of the new clubhouse, the lot on the Jackson Creek side, and the grass field to the east on the Jackson Creek side.  No cars may be parked on either side of the road, which must remain open for emergency vehicles.

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

EAST RACE COURSE

1.     
Rules

1.1   
This regatta will be governed by the “rules,” as defined in Racing Rules of Sailing 2001-2004 (RRS), the Notice of Regatta, the Leukemia Cup Registration Form 2004 and these Sailing Instructions.

1.2
These Sailing Instructions, including amendments, supersede in case of conflict with any other rules, the Notice of Regatta, and the Leukemia Cup Registration Form 2004.

2.     
Entries

    
Eligible boats may enter by submitting a completed Leukemia Cup Registration Form 2004 by 0900 Saturday, July 10, 2004.

3.     
Notices to Competitors

3.1   
Notices to competitors will be posted on the Official Regatta Notice Board located outside the lower level of the FBYC Clubhouse on Jackson Creek.

3.2
Numbered addenda to these sailing instructions will be posted by 0830 on July 10, except that any change in the schedule of races will be posted by 1800 on July 9.

4.     
Signals Made Ashore

4.1   
Signals made ashore will be displayed on “Mr. Roberts,” the Race Committee Boat, at her berth on Jackson Creek.

4.2
When a notice or an addendum to these sailing instructions has been posted, code flag “L" will be displayed from the Committee Boat.

4.3    
Flag AP with two sound signals (one when lowered) means, “The race is postponed.”  The Warning Signal will be made not less than 60 minutes after AP is lowered.

4.4    
Flag B fully hoisted with one sound signal means, "Protest time has begun.”  When lowered halfway, it means, “There are less than 30 minutes remaining before protest time ends.” When lowered it means, “Protest time has ended.”

5.
Radio Use

5.1
The Race Committee will use VHF channel 66 to communicate with the boats on the East Race Course.

5.2
The Race Committee will attempt to broadcast on VHF information such as location of the Committee Boat, sail numbers of boats OCS, information on the course board, and change of course.  Failure to broadcast this information or failure to receive or hear these broadcasts will not be grounds for redress.  This modifies RRS 62.1.

5.3
The Race Committee will not respond to transmissions from competitors except to acknowledge retirements, notification of protests, or requests for emergency assistance.

6
Safety

6.1
A boat that retires from a race will notify the Race Committee as soon as possible.

6.2
RRS 40 (Personal Buoyancy) is replaced by:  “It shall be the individual responsibility of each competitor to wear adequate personal buoyancy when conditions warrant.  US Sailing prescribes that every boat shall carry life-saving equipment conforming to government regulations.”

7.
Class Flags


Boats will be assigned class flags at registration.    Class flags will be flown from the backstay while racing.

8.     
Racing Area

The east course will be in the Chesapeake Bay, east of the mouth of the Piankatank River and east of the west course, which is for the Leukemia (cruising) and classic classes.

9.    
Courses

9.1    
Courses for each race will be selected from the windward-leeward courses outlined on the last page of these sailing instructions.

9.2
The courses chosen for each class will be displayed on the course board on the Committee Boat prior to the Warning Signal.  The magnetic bearing and distance to the first mark from the Committee Boat will also be displayed on the course board before the Warning Signal.  If the course, bearing or distance is unchanged for the later class or classes, there shall be a blank rather than repetition on the course board (see sample below).

10.
Marks

10.1
The Race Committee intends to set two windward marks, designated 1 on the course diagrams, at different distances from the Committee Boat.  The farther windward mark will be an inflatable orange tetrahedron.  The nearer windward mark will be an orange inflatable cylinder. 

10.2
If the windward mark(s) are moved, see section 11 below, the new farther windward mark will be a yellow inflatable tetrahedron and the new nearer windward mark will be a yellow inflatable cylinder.

10.3
The leeward mark, designated 2 on the course diagrams, will be an orange inflatable tetrahedron located upwind of the starting area.

10.4     If the leeward mark is changed, the new mark will be an inflatable yellow mark.

10.5
The starting and finishing marks, labeled A on the course diagrams, will be an inflatable sphere or a Race Committee start/finish line boat. 

11.       The Start

11.1
Races will be started in accordance with RRS 26. The Warning Signal for subsequent starts may be given concurrent with the Starting Signal for the previous start.  An addendum will be available at registration detailing fleet assignments, class breaks and class flags.

11.2
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on the Committee Boat at the starboard end and the starting mark at the port end.

11.3
Boats whose Warning Signal has not been made shall keep clear of the starting area and of all boats whose Warning Signal has been made.

12.       Change of Course After Start

12.1     A change of course after the start will be signaled before the leading boat of a class has begun the leg, although the new mark may not then be in position.  This changes RRS 33.

12.2     In a subsequent change of course, if a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced with an original mark.

12.3
If during the signaling of a course change, Flag “C” is flown over Flag “F,” then the change applies only to boats beginning their last leg to the finish.  This changes RRS 33 and Race Signals.

13.       The Finish

13.1
The finish line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag on a Committee Boat and an adjacent mark.

13.2
The Race Committee will signal its intention to start a second race by flying Flag “R” at the finish of the first race.  If the course for the first race is “W” or “WX,” and Flag “R” is flying at the finish of the first race, competitors who have finished will proceed to the starting area by passing on either side of the race course to keep clear of competitors who have not yet finished or who are starting the second race.

14.       Time Limit

The time limit for the first boat in each class to sail the course as required in RRS 28.1 and finish is 3 hours.  Any boat finishing more than 60 minutes after the first boat to finish in its class will be scored DNF.  This changes RRS 35.

15.     
Protests

15.1     Protests shall be written on forms available on the Committee Boat and delivered at the Committee Boat within the Protest Time, which will begin when the Committee Boat docks and end one hour later. The protest time will be announced as described in Section 4.3 above.

15.2     The Protest Committee will hear protests in approximately the order of receipt and as soon as possible.

16.       Scoring

     
The Low-Point scoring system in RRS Appendix A4 will apply.
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
