NOTICE OF RACE

1. Date and Venue

The 2006 Fishing Bay Yacht Club Junior Regatta will be held August 3, 2006.  The venue will be Fishing Bay Yacht Club, at 1525 Fishing Bay Road, Deltaville, Virginia.

2. Organization and Rules

The regatta will be organized by the Fishing Bay Yacht Club in conjunction with the US Sailing, and will be sailed under the “rules” as defined in the current Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), and the applicable class rules for each boat class.

This is a high point scored regatta for CBYRA members.

3. Eligibility

International Optimist Dinghies, Lasers, Laser Radials, and Club 420 one-design sailboats are eligible to enter this regatta.  Boats and skippers must meet the requirements for each respective class.  All competitors must be CBYRA-eligible junior sailors.  Optimist class age rules apply.  

4. Format of the Regatta

4.1 There will be three separate racecourses, as follows: Optimist Red-Blue-White, Optimist Green Fleet, and a combined Laser, Laser Radial and Club 420 course.

6. Racing
The racing area will be in the mouth of the Piankatank River in the vicinity of Fishing Bay, Godfrey Bay or Hills Bay.

7. Course
The courses will be described in the Sailing Instructions.  

8. Scoring

8.1 The Low-Point Scoring System, RRS Appendix A, will be used.

8.2 The regatta will consist of up to 7 races. 

8.3 All competitors will have one race discarded when six races have been completed.

8.4 One race is required to complete the regatta.

9. Sailing Instructions

Sailing Instructions will be available online, in preliminary format, and at the onsite registration, in final format.

10. Personal Buoyancy

Each competitor must wear a US Coast Guard approved personal flotation device (PFD), properly secured at all times, from dock to dock, unless when temporarily adding or removing clothing.  Failure to wear the PFD as required will result in disqualification.

11. Safety

It is the responsibility solely of the parent(s) of the sailor to decide if the child should sail in the weather and sea conditions that might arise during the event. Parents not personally attending any part of the event must ensure that another adult is prepared to make these decisions for their sailor.

12. Liability

Participants compete entirely at their own risk. A waiver must be signed by all competitors and their parent/guardian.

13. Entry fee and Registration

13.1 Registration will be offered by mail and on-line at www.fbyc.net.  The standard entry fee will be US $15 for a single handed boat ($25 for double-handed boats)., subject to an additional late entry fee of US $10 for late registrations made online after midnight August 1st, 2006. On the morning of Wednesday, August 2nd, the late fee can be avoided by sending a confirming email, after registering online, to the regatta chair, Mike Toms, at mtoms@aol.com prior to noon.

13.2 INITIAL registrations on Thursday, August 3rd, 2006 will be subject to a $10 Late registration fee.

13.3 Registration will occur Saturday, June 24th, 2006 0800-1000 at Fishing Bay Yacht Club. 

13.4 There will be a cookout after racing, at a cost of $5 per person, with Hot Dogs, Hamburgers and side dishes, including salads, dessert and drinks. 

14. Prizes

Trophies will be awarded to competitors placing first through third in all divisions, Top Three Optimists Overall, and to the Top Three Girls in Optimists, Lasers, and 420s.
