SPECIAL NOTES:
This regatta is sanctioned for CBYRA High Point Awards in the Junior division for Optimist, Laser Radial and 420 classes.  The event counts 150% for Junior High Point awards for these fleets.

1.  RULES
1.1  The regatta will be governed by the rules defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
1.2  The organizing authority is Fishing Bay Yacht Club

2.  ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
2.1  This event is open to any Junior Sailor with an Optimist, Laser, Laser Radial, or 420.
2.2  The Red, Blue and White Fleet assignments will be based on the competitor’s age on June 25, 2011.

3.  REGISTRATION:  ENTRY FEE
3.1 The registration entry fee shall be $20.  It includes a Saturday dinner, a light Sunday breakfast, an entry package, DJ party on Saturday evening, and water while racing.
3.2 Additional dinner tickets can be purchased for $10/adult and $5/child under 12.
3.3 There will also be a cook-out on Sunday afternoon after the racing is complete for all participants and family members.
3.4 Tee-Shirts may be available separately for purchase at the event.
3.5 Online registration is available and encouraged.  All sailors, including those who have pre-registered, must check-in Saturday morning at the registration desk in the first floor of the club house.

4.  SCHEDULE
4.1  Saturday, June 25
Registration, check-in and Breakfast 0830-0945
Skippers Meeting 1000
Warning signal for first race 1100
Followed by 3-5 or more races
Dinner 1800-2100 with DJ

4.2  Sunday, June 26
Breakfast 0800-0900
Warning signal for first race 1000
Followed by 2-4 or more races
Awards to follow as soon as possible after the last race
Cookout following the racing

4.3  On Sunday, no warning signal shall be made after 1500.
5.  SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
5.1  Sailing instructions will be available online leading up to the event and at check-in.

6.  SAILING AREA
6.1  The sailing area will be on the Piankatank River between Fishing Bay and Godfrey Bay, and within Fishing Bay.

7.  SCORING
7.1  The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A shall apply.  Competitors may discard their worst score if 8 or more races are sailed.
7.2  A minimum of one race must be completed to constitute a regatta.

8.  AWARDS
8.1  Prizes will be awarded to each class based on the number of entries.
8.2  In addition, overall prizes shall be awarded.

9.  DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
9.1  Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

12.2  Tent camping sites are available and limited to the east side of the club property on Jackson Creek.  The camping area must be neatly kept and open fires are not permitted.  
12.3  RV’s are not permitted without prior approval by the club board. Contact the event chair for more information.
12.4  Some member housing may be available to those who request early enough. Please contact the event chair listed above.  In addition, some housing will also be available through our cooperative program with Christchurch School.

13 DIRECTIONS
13.1  Deltaville is on the western shore of the Chesapeake Bay and is approached via US 17 and US 33 regardless of whether you drive on I-95 from the north or I-95 and I-64 from the south. At Saluda continue east on US 33 to Deltaville and turn right at the 7-11 on Route 1102, Fishing Bay Road, and follow the signs until you see Fishing Bay immediately in front of you at the”End of State Maintenance.” Turn left and continue slowly for some 0.40 mile over multiple speed bumps until you see the FBYC dry sail area and hoist on your left. Car parking is available on both sides of the road immediately east of the dry sail area. 

14.  SAFETY AND ADULT RESPONSIBILITY
14.1  An adult (Parent, guardian or designated adult) is responsible for the safety of the each sailor. It is the responsibility solely of this adult to decide if the sailor should sail in the weather and sea conditions that might arise during the event. The adults supervising the competitors are ultimately responsible for the risks.
14.2  Parents not personally attending any part of the event shall ensure that another adult is authorized and designated to make these decisions for their sailor, and each competitor shall indicate in writing the parent or adult representative that will be responsible for the competitor throughout the event.
14.3  The designated adult shall accept full responsibility for all actions of the competitor during any activity related to the event. This includes on-shore activities before, during, and after the regatta.
