A modest registration fee will be charged. This event is well attended typically with over 50 Optimist sailors.  The registration fee covers the cost of a light breakfast and cookout. 	1.   RULES 
1.1 The organizing authority is Fishing Bay Yacht Club (FBYC).
1.2            Races will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing except as changed by the sailing instructions.
1.3            This regatta is sanctioned for CBYRA High Point Awards in the Junior division for Optimists, Laser Radial, and 420 classes.  The event counts 150% for Junior High Point awards for these fleets.

2.   ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
2.1            This event is open to any Junior Sailor with an Optimist, Laser, Laser Radial, or 420 who completes an entry form and who will not reach his/her 19th birthday before December 31, 2013.
2.2            Competitors are encouraged to be members of a recognized yacht club or sailing association.
2.3            Completed entry forms shall be in the hands of the Race Committee by the end of the Skippers’ Meeting.  A completed Entry Form or registration on the FBYC website (www.fbyc.net) is required for each competitor.
